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After we studied the definition of administrative law and found
that it is a branch of internal public law, it is also the law of
public administration.

We will study the objective of public administration, the goal
of public administration, the authorities or bodies implied by
the organic meaning of administration, and finally the
relationship of administration to law.

1. The goal of public administration is the public interest.

Public administration aims to achieve the public interest, that
is, it does not seek to achieve private material interests.
Achieving the public interest is the primary objective of the
administration. While individual activity seeks to achieve private

interest (profit) in the first place.

2. The instrument of public administration is the public
authority.

It is achieved by using the means of public authority
The management can resort to contracting in a unilateral
manner, which is the distinctive and dominant feature of the
management's activity.

3. public administration authorities:

A:The powers of the public administration in the state are

The central authorities represented by the President of the

Republic, the Council of Ministers, governors and general

,managers

B;Decentralized authorities represented by local councils such
as the governorate council, the judiciary council and the sub-

district council, and the attached decentralized authorities such

as public institutions, public facilities and public bodies.

4. The relationship of management with the law
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A; The administration shall be subject to the same law, and to
the same judge which is subject to the individuals in their
different relations, which is unified by the courts of law

B; Or that the administration be subject to a law distinct from
the law to which individuals are subject, and thus to special
courts that specialize only in disputes in which the public
administration is a party
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
